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Pets, Pets, Everywhere

Many of us in Millwood have a
pet, most commonly it seems - a
dog. Pets are a big responsibility,
one that should not be taken
lightly. According to the Wiscon-
sin Humane Society there are
statutes in place in Milwaukee
County to protect animals,
whether they are kept indoors or
outdoors. They consist of provid-
ing proper food and shelter with
proper space and sanitation stan-
dards.

If a dog is not in the owner's
yard, it must be on a leash no
longer than 6 feet, and the person
holding the leash must be able to
control the animal. There are also
specific  guidelines regarding
walking a Pit bull or Rottweiler -
the person walking the dog must
be at least 16 years of age and
again, able to control the dog.

Licenses are required for dogs
and cats over 5 months of age -
these can be obtained at the City
Treasurer's Office Room 103 at
City Hall, 200 E Wells Street in
Milwaukee. Costs are $24 for un-
neutered dogs and cats, $12 for
neutered.

The WI Humane Society also en-
courages people to know the pets
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in their neighborhood. If a pet 8
gets loose and can't find its way'
home, you may be able to help[‘
rescue it.

Winterization Tips For Your Home

Furnace Inspection: Call an HVAC profes-
sional to inspect your furnace and clean ducts.
Stock up on furnace filters and change them
monthly. Consider switching out your thermo-
stat for a programmable thermostat. If your
home is heated by a hot-water radiator, bleed
the valves by opening them:slightly and when
water appears, close them. Remove all flamma-
ble material from the area surrounding your fur-
nace.

Get the Fireplace Ready: Cap or screen .the
top of the chimney to keep out rodents and
birds. If the chimney hasn't been cleaned for a

while, call a chimney sweep to remove soot and
creosote. Buy firewood or chop wood. Store it in
a dry place away from the exterior of your home.
Inspect the fireplace damper for proper opening
and closing. Check the mortar between bricks
and tuckpoint, if necessary.

Check the Exterior, Doors and Windows:
Inspect exterior for crevice cracks and exposed
entry points around pipes; seal them. Use
weather stripping-around doors to prevent cold
air from entering.the home and caulk windows.
Replace cracked glass in windows and, if you

Switch out summer screens with glass re-
placements from storage. If you have storm win-
dows, install them.

Install Smoke and Carbon Monoxide Detec-
tors: Some cities require a smoke detector in
every room. Buy extra smoke detector batteries
and change them when daylight savings ends. In-
stall a carbon monoxide detector near your fur-
nace and / or water heater. Test smoke and carbon
monoxide detectors to make sure they work. Buy a
fire extinguisher or replace an extinguisher older
than 10 years.

main in the event you need to shut it off in an
emergency. Drain all garden hoses. Insulate ex-
posed plumbing pipes. Drain air conditioner pipes
and, if your AC has a water shut-off valve, turn it
off. If you go on vacation, leave the heat on, set to
at least 55 degrees.

Prepare an Emergency Kit: Buy indoor candles
and matches / lighter for use during a power
shortage. Find the phone numbers for your utility
companies and tape them near your phone or in-
side the phone book. Buy a battery back-up to pro-
tect your computer and sensitive electronic equip-
ment. Store extra bottled water and non-
perishable food supplies (including pet food, if you
have a pet), blankets and a first-aid kit in a dry
and easy-to-access location. Prepare an evacuation
plan in the event of an emergency.

Fudge
45 cup sugar
1 stick butter
2 tsp vanilla
1 12 oz can evaporated milk
12 oz pkg semi sweet chocolate chips
12 oz pkg milk chocolate chips
1% cup mini marshmallows

Stir the following sugar, butter, vanilla and
evaporated milk over medium high. Once it
comes to a soft rolling boil continue stirring for 5
minutes and do not stop stirring (Will scorch very
fast).

Remove from burner add chocolate chips and
marshmallows. Continue stirring until marshmal-
lows and chips are completely melted. Add
chopped nuts at this time if preferred. Pour into
a greased 15 x 11 x % pan. Cool for at least 2
hours then refrigerate covered or cut and place
in a sealed container. Makes about 5 Ibs.

Cover with
another layer of Keebler club crackers. Melt
chocolate chips and peanut butter together until
chips are completely melted. Pour over last
layer of crackers. Cool and cut into bars.
