MLCA Annual Election 

The Manor Lake Civic Association 

will hold its annual election for 

Board of Directors (BOD) at the 

upcoming General Meeting on 

Wednesday, September 23rd, 7:30 

PM, at the Bauer Drive Recreation 

Center. The BOD consists of nine 

members – four Officers and five At 

Large members.  The Nominating 

Committee has put together a ballot 

for this election, and this ballot is 

included in this issue.  Candidates’ 

statements are posted on our website 

and will also be available the night 

of the election. Any Manor Lake 

resident who has been a paid 

member 90 days prior to the election 

can add his or her name to the ballot 

up to the night of the election.   

 

All BOD members are expected to 

attend regularly scheduled Board 

meetings, all General Meetings, and 

any emergency ad hoc meetings.  In 

addition, BOD members assist with 

community projects and participate 

in all MLCA events.  Each of the 

five At Large members will be 

expected to lead at least one project 

during their term.  The overarching 

obligation of all BOD members is to 

advocate for the social and 

economic welfare of the entire 

community. 

 

Each resident voting in the election 

must be a paid member of the 

MLCA.  Any MLCA member 

wishing to vote will receive a ballot 

at the check-in desk at the General 

Meeting.  If you have not already 

become a paid MLCA member, an 

application form is included in this 

Newsletter and can also be found 

online at www.ManorLake.org.

The Garden Club would like to 

share the following information with 

the Manor Lake community: 

“Leaves for Neighborhoods,” a tree 

planting program to increase the 

county’s tree canopy on residential 

property, has been launched by the 

Montgomery County Planning 

Department of the Maryland 

National Capital Park and Planning 

Commission.  The organization is 

offering a $25 coupon for citizens 

who buy a native tree with a retail 

value of $75 at participating 

nurseries.  For a list of qualifying 

trees and participating nurseries, and 

to download the coupon, go to 

http://www.montgomeryplanning.or

g/Leaves/.  This offer continues 

through May 2010. 

For those considering having trees 

trimmed this fall, please note that 

there are regulations from the MD 

Department of Natural Resources 

(DNR) regarding qualifications of 

those who do business in this area. 

DNR has the authority to examine 

an applicant for a tree expert license 

and to pass upon his competence. 

DNR may issue a tree expert license 

to any applicant who is at least 18 

years old, has the requisite 

education or work experience, and 

has passed the exam given by DNR.  

Every tree expert licensee is 

required to carry and show proof of 

liability and property damage 

insurance in the form and amount 

required by DNR at the time of 

license issuance. The licensee is 

required to maintain the insurance 

protection for the period the license 

is in effect. A tree expert license 

must be renewed annually.
