Town and Country Manor 2010 Annual Homes Association Meeting Minutes

11/01/10, Blue Valley Library

30 homes attended, 6 additional by proxy.

1)  The meeting started at 7:06pm with individual homeowner introductions.

2)  Tricia Cronk reviewed the minutes from the 2009 annual meeting.

3)  Michael Novicoff (MN) opened the floor for discussion.

4)  Mac Humphries:

· Noted his mailbox repair cost TCM $1900 after a vehicle struck the mailbox.  He suggested the Board look into a possible cost benefit to increasing the insurance deductible to cover accidents to the mailboxes.

· Noted the September water bill was exceptionally high.  The Board acknowledged a broken pipe in the irrigation system.

· Complimented Suburban Lawn and Garden on doing a wonderful job on our entrance.

5)  Pratel Patik:  Positive comment for our new lidded recycling bins.  Inquired about large trash bins.  Ken Armstrong (KA) informed him of the option to rent them directly from Deffenbaugh.
6)  Mel Roettger:  What are the "Misc. Costs"?  KA pointed out they are listed as specific line items on the "2010 Paid Bills" handout.  (This spreadsheet can also be found on our website.)

7)  Rhonda Bremer:  Brought up the issue that TCM will need add'l electrical sources for the newly added lights in the center island of the entrance as Jim Shelton spliced into the existing electrical source.  This causes the lights to short out frequently.  Contacted Western Electric for a bid.

8)  Rhonda Bremer expressed interest in obtaining a decorative "No Solicitation" sign matching the one at our entrance for her residence.  Mike Sorcher (MS) brought up the point that homes must have a "No Solicitation" sticker obtained from City Hall in order to call the police and have them respond to unwanted solicitors.

9) MN announced our 2011 Homeowners Dues will remain $700.

10)  MN thanked Rhonda Bremer for her hard work as the landscaping committee.  Bob Bremer was also thanked for his efforts in repairing and maintaining our fountains.  The homeowners in attendance also expressed appreciation for their dedication.
11)  TC is taking any updates/revisions for TCM's neighborhood directories up to 11/30/10.  New directory inserts will be available at the end of the calendar year.

12)  MN requested that homeowners please contact any board member if their mailbox needs repair.

13)  MN:  Due to several recent acts of vandalism/theft in the neighborhood, the Board will contact the police to have them give a safety presentation at a meeting if there is interest.

14) Palmieri pointed out that our neighborhood is pitch black at night and encouraged all homeowners to turn their exterior lighting on at dusk and leave on until the morning in an effort to help deter vandals/thieves from targeting our neighborhood.
15)  The idea of neighborhood security cameras was brought up.  The Board will check into costs.

16)  TC:  Announced the upcoming neighborhood Bowling/Chiefs Watch Party that will take place at Incredibowl on Sunday, 11/21/10 from noon to 3pm.  Shoes and 6 lanes will be provided.  RSVP's only necessary for bowlers.

17)  MN: Opened the floor for elections.

18)  Ken Armstrong stepped down from his position as Treasurer after 4 years of service.

19)  TC nominated Troy Kerr for Treasurer-he accepted.

20)  2011 TCM Board:  Michael Novicoff, Mike Sorcher, Troy Kerr, and Tricia Cronk.

21)  Architectural Committee: Mike Palmieri, Duffy Hokanson and Carol Gast.
22)  Landscaping Committee: Carol Gast and Duffy Hokanson.

23) Social Committee:  Hillary (Baudis) Palcher and Nikki Hokanson.

24)  Rhonda Bremer: commented on the two cement spillways at the entrance that fill with dirt.  Board will contact the city to investigate.

25)  MN requested that all homeowners be diligent in ensuring trash, grass clippings and other yard waste be kept off of the streets and out of gutters as those items enter our storm drains.  These storm drains do not work correctly when they become clogged with debris and it then becomes the financial responsibility of the neighborhood to clean up.
26)  Carol Gast:  Inquired about future yard waste pick up from Deffenbaugh.  The Board will contact them and see if costs can be negotiated as they will no longer pick up yard waste at no add'l cost at some point in the future.

27)  Homeowner:  Requested that homeowners pick up their cigarette butts and dog waste as they walk in the neighborhood.

28)  Meeting adjourned at 8:17pm.
