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Recent Car Burglaries

In the past two months Beacon Hill has had several
incidents where unlocked cars were burglarized.
While no one has been arrested, at one point a
young man was caught briefly before escaping and
disappearing through the common areas.

The details that we can share include:

e So far, only cars that have been left unlocked
have been reported as burglarized

* In each instance, the people seen inspecting
cars or found inside cars appeared to be
teenage boys

* In one instance, when confronted one of the
boys ran back across Overlook Drive, retrieved
his bicycle from behind some branches, and
rode away

* In another instance, the boys escaped
down the fenced area facing Beacon
Hill Civic Association

Additional lighting has been ordered
to better illuminate the area across
Overlook, but in the meantime we
need everyone to stay vigilant. If you
see something suspicious, please dial
911 and let the police engage the culprits
so that an arrest can be made.

Most importantly, please remember to lock
your cars when not in use. If there are no cars
open to be burglarized, then they will likely
cease coming to our neighborhood.

Reminder: Nighttime Noise

Over the past three weeks we have received
several complaints about noise levels in the
evening hours, especially on weeknights.

Unit owners are encouraged to handle
any disturbances as neighborly as possible, but in
the event that the disturbing behavior continues
residents will be advised to contact police to have
the situation handled.

In order to avoid such an incident, we are
reminding all of our residents to keep noise down
at night, to maintain a reasonable level of volume
when outdoors, and to instruct children about loud
noise, especially over the coming summer months.

We also managed
and completed the pre-paid escrow liquidation as
summarized on this page.

For May and June, we will be focused on getting
our 2010 audit completed, completing the reserve
study, getting our gutters cleaned and re-secured
(once all of the spring blooms have fallen) and
completing any repairs required following the
spring inspection. We will also notify unit owners of
any repairs required by you.

Audit Results

Our 2009 financial audit results were approved by
Council at the March meeting. The final audit report
is available on our website or may be requested
from Aspen. Please contact Aspen with any
questions or concerns about the audit results.

Pre-Paid Escrow Account Update

The pre-paid escrow account liquidation project
closed on April 30 with the following results
(results as of 4/29 subject to adjustment):

We have refunded $17,195 to 49 current unit
owners, and received escrow statements showing
$0 deposited into escrow from several others.

All but two of those 49 unit owners returned their
liguidation forms with the required unit owner/
tenant form. Those two did receive a check or
credit to close out the project.

We also refunded $1,584 to four former unit own-
ers who returned their required forms. 2 former
unit owners are still owed a total of $783. While we
were able to locate their current addresses, since
no forms were received back from them we have
not been able to distribute those funds, and will not
be able to do so until a form is returned. Ultimately,
if no form is received those accounts will need to
be reported to Delaware state as unclaimed
property.

The total amount refunded or still to be distributed
totals to $19,562, and the original escrow account
had $31,115. While the total amount to be
transferred to our reserve account with accrued
interest will be finalized in May, we estimate the
amount to be added to our reserves at
approximately $11,553.

Recipe & Barbecue Safety

Big Al’s K.C. Bar-B-Q Sauce

Ingredients:

I
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= 2 C ketchup

I g 1 1/4 C brown sugar

1 1/2 C unsulfured molasses
: q 2 Tbsp butter

;0 1/2 tsp onion powder

1 & 1 tsp paprika

1 ® 1/4 tsp ground cinnamon
1 M 1 tsp salt
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Directions:

In a large saucepan over medium heat, mix together the ketchup, tomato sauce, brown sugar,
wine vinegar, molasses, liquid smoke and butter. Season with garlic powder, onion powder,
chili powder, paprika, celery seed, cinnamon, cayenne, salt and pepper.

Reduce heat to low, and simmer for up to 20 minutes. For thicker sauce, simmer longer, and
for thinner, less time is needed. Sauce can also be thinned using a bit of water if necessary.
Brush sauce onto any kind of meat during the last 10 minutes of cooking.

Barbecue Safety Tips

Nothing tastes quite like grilled foods during the
summer, but grilling comes with some risks. The
following safety tips are designed to guide you
safely through the grilling process:

1) Read the owner’s manual - Always follow
specific usage, assembly, and safety procedures.
Contact the grill manufacturer if you have specific
questions.

2) Only grill outside - Barbecue grills are
designed for outdoor use only. Never barbecue in
your house or any enclosed area because carbon
monoxide may accumulate and harm or kill you.

3) Use in well-ventilated area - Set up your grill
in an open area that is away from buildings, dry
leaves, or brush. No grills should be used on
balconies. Be aware of wind-blown sparks.

4) Keep grill stable - When using a barbecue grill,
be sure that all parts of the unit are firmly in place
and that the grill cannot be tipped over
accidentally.

5) Follow electric codes - If electrically-operated
accessories are used (rotisseries, etc.), be sure
they are properly grounded. Electrical cords should
be placed away from walkways or anywhere people
can trip over them.

6) Use long-handled utensils - Use barbecue
tools with long handles to avoid burns or splatters.

2 C tomato sauce

1 1/4 C red wine vinegar

4 tsp hickory-flavored liquid smoke
1/2 tsp garlic powder

1/4 tsp chili powder

1/2 tsp celery seed

1/2 tsp cayenne pepper

1 tsp coarsely ground black pepper

7) Wear safe clothing - Wear clothing that does
not have hanging shirt tails, frills, or apron strings
that can catch fire, and use flame-retardant mitts
when adjusting hot vents.

8) Keep fire under control - To put out flare-ups,
either raise the grid that the food is on, spread the
coals out evenly, or adjust the controls to lower the
temperature. If you must douse the flames with a
light spritz of water, first remove the food from the
grill.

9) Be ready to extinguish flames - Use baking
soda to control a grease fire and have a fire
extinguisher handy. A bucket of sand or a garden
hose should be near if you don’'t have a commercial
extinguisher.

10) Place a grill pad or splatter mat beneath
your grill - These naturally heat resistant pads will
protect your deck or patio from any grease that
misses the drip pan.

11) Never leave a grill unattended

12) Stay away from hot grill - Don’t allow
anyone to conduct activity near the grill when in
use or immediately following its use. The grill body
remains hot up to an hour after being used.

13) Don’t move a hot grill - It's easy to stumble
or drop and serious burns could result.
