Summary Of Shareholders 
Forum II 
At our August 26 meeting we began by rehashing 
rehabs and found ourselves in the murky legal 
issues that we had avoided in our first meeting. The 
current practices seem to be in conflict with the 
bylaws. Two areas that are bothersome are timelines 
for both the work and for charging more fees to 
departed former Members. Units that take a long 
time to get to market often result in the shareholders 
bearing the burden of the costs. 
 
When dues and property taxes are not collected we 
all pay. Several ideas that might help to remedy the 
situation were expressed including selling “as is”, 
doing only what is necessary or required by law, 
having a consistent group to evaluate units, and 
contracting out the work if need be. Getting units 
off the books a.s.a.p. is what members want. 
 
Renters were discussed next. There was no debate. 
We all saw renting out as being unfair to everyone 
else. Our bylaws are clear here. The member is 
required to use their unit as their residence. One 
article will, with Board permission if the member 
has reason to be elsewhere, allow a six month 
sublease. We do not object to this. We object to the 
actual renting of the units. This problem needs to be 
addressed and rectified, again a.s.a.p. 
 
This was the gist and the substance of about a 2 
hour meeting. It is a summary and does not include 
everything. Feel free to join us.

So please let’s all be in compliance with 
this simple rule.  Dishes can be mounted on sheds 
and fences, or a post/pole can be erected in your 
backyard for that purpose.  AVMHC is attempting 
to be consistent and fair to the entire membership in 
the application of its rules.   AV looks forward to 
everyone’s cooperation on this issue.

History Corner

newspaper October 3, 1956.) 

"200 Atchison Residents OK Purchase Plan” 

Atchison Village residents have unanimously 
endorsed purchasing the project and running it as a 
cooperative but must wait until Friday before they 
know how much it will cost. 
 
Some 200 overflowed the Atchison Village 
auditorium last night to hear  Attorney Phillip 
Millspaugh outline technicalities and procedures of 
the plan under which residents can form a 
cooperative to purchase and operate the 450-home 
unit themselves.  
 
Millspaugh told the group that they must be ready 
to work hard and fast should the purchase price be 
acceptable and the co-op plan be approved. The 
cooperative must be formed by the end of October, 

he said, and ready to deal with the Public Housing 
Authority which has placed the project up for sale. 
 
More than 200 signatures have already been 
obtained  asking that tenants be given the chance to 
buy the homes, and these petitions will be taken to 
officials in San Francisco, Millspaugh said. 
 
It was voted to meet again Friday at 8  p.m. in the 
Lincoln School auditorium after  PHA announces 
the sale price. 
 
Millspaugh said only residents of Atchison would 
be eligible to join the cooperative.  Each living unit 
would  have one vote and would have to put up $50 
to join the co-op.  This $50 would go on the down 
payment of the  village and the entire cost would be 
paid off over a 20-year period.  Residents wouldn't 
be buying their homes but would merely have the 
right to "perpetual possession,' he added." 
 

200 Residentes de Atchsion Aceptan Plan de 
Compra  

Los residentes de Atchison Village han aprobado 
por unanimidad la compra del proyecto y ejecutarlo 
como una cooperativa, pero deben esperar hasta el 
viernes antes de saber cuánto va a costar.  

Unos 200 desbordaron el auditorio de Atchison 
Village anoche para escuchar el Fiscal Phillip 
Millspaugh hablar sobre tecnicismos y 
procedimientos del plan bajo el cual los residentes 
pueden formar una cooperativa para comprar y 
operar la unidad de 450-hogares ellos mismos.  

Millspaugh dijo al grupo que deben estar dispuestos 
a trabajar duro y rápido si el precio de compra es 
aceptable y el plan de co-op sea aprobado. La 
cooperativa debe estar formado a finales de 
Octubre, dijo, y listo para hacer frente a la 
Autoridad de Vivienda Pública que ha situado el 
proyecto a la venta.  

Más de 200 firmas ya han sido obtenidas pidiendo 
que se le de los inquilinos la oportunidad de 
comprar las casas, y estas peticiones serán tomadas 
a los funcionarios de San Francisco, dijo 
Millspaugh.

Millspaugh dijo sólo los residentes de Atchison 
serían elegibles para unirse a la cooperativa. Cada 
unidad de vivienda tendrá un voto, y tendría que 
poner $ 50 a unirse a la cooperativa.

Mold Or Mildew, Part 2: 
Things To Think About 
Mildew and mold can easily happen if the site of your 
home was once a swamp! There’s nothing to be done 
nowadays about the fact that AV was built on top of tons 
of gravel and slow-draining clay soil brought in to help 
fill the soggy areas. But since our local wetlands are 
tidal (connected to the Bay), this explains why some of 
our crawl spaces can be damp or wet even during 
Summer, especially when the tide is high. If you drive 
along I580 in El Cerrito and look toward the Bay, you 
can see between the Bay and the road, what the site of 
the future Village probably looked like before WWII. 
 
But living on top of a former wetland doesn’t mean 
we’re doomed to mold and mildew – it just means we 
have to pay extra attention to the issue of dampness. 
Since keeping our homes as fungus-free as possible is an 
ongoing job of balancing many variables, here are some 
of the major factors to keep in mind. Some can only be 
changed if you move or remodel. But taking stock of 
your own unit’s situation, and knowing what can 
happen, will alert you to possible problems to watch out 
for. 
 
Mold and Mildew Grow Easily If: 

1. Your unit faces mostly north, which gets no 
direct sun here in the Northern Hemisphere. 

2. Your yard is small, has a high continuous fence, 
is very shady, is in an area with not much wind, 
or has a shed too close to the house. 

3. Your crawl space under the house stays damp or 
wet for much of the year, though no leaks are 
found. 

4. Your windows open only at the bottom (single-
hung). For security and comfort, many people 
leave these windows closed, especially in 
winter, so their units get little fresh air. 

5. Your bathroom has no fan of any kind. Your 
tub/shower has sliding doors which can’t be 
completely opened allowing air into only half 
the shower area at a time. 

6. Parts of your walls are made of drywall, which 
is not a very dense material and is coated in 
paper, a favorite food for mildew. Drywall 

absorbs moisture easily, whether from a leak or 
just damp air. 

7. Your furniture, especially large, solid pieces, sits 
flat on the floor (no legs or feet), and/or is right 
up against the wall or baseboard. This makes it 
hard to get dust out from behind it, and the 
contact with the floor and walls can cut off air 
and let fungus spread. This is especially true in 
closets, particularly if doors have later been 
added. (Units original had curtain rods, not 
doors, for the bedroom closets.) 

8. There are a lot of shrubs growing next to the 
building that are wide and dense at the bottom. 
Not only the air vents, but our concrete 
foundations too, need air flow to operate 
properly, keeping out the weather and 
preventing water (either from rain or excessive 
watering) from getting up into the walls, If the 
concrete can’t breathe because of too much 
greenery outside, the damp will stick around too 
long and cause problems. A bush here or there is 
fine, just leave plenty of the foundation 
uncovered. 

 
Mold and Mildew Are Less Likely If: 

1. Your unit gets a lot of sun exposure (especially 
on the lower walls) for several hours a day.) 

2. Your unit is open to the breeze on more than one 
side, and not especially close to other buildings 
or fences. 

3. Your crawl space is usually dry except when it 
rains for weeks at a time, OR you have a sump 
pump in the crawl space to get rid of excess 
water. 

4. Your windows can open at both the top and 
bottom (double-hung), so it’s possible to open 
them ¼” or so even in bad weather, allowing 
fresh air to get in. (Thanks to our 24” eaves, the 
top of the window is usually sheltered from 
rain.) 

5. You always turn on a fan, either built-in (needs 
an AV and City permit) or portable, in the 
bathroom after every shower, for an hour or so, 
depending on the weather. The fan doesn’t have 
to be up high. Even the small squareish kind that 
sits on the floor can circulate a lot of air in a 5x7 
bathroom. Leave the door open too. 

6. Your shower curtain is often spread out to dry 
but can later be pushed aside to let air through. 
You periodically launder or replace the shower 
curtain. 

7. Your walls are the original buttonboard backing 
covered with plaster; these are both hard, thick 
materials that don’t absorb water very easily. 

8. Your large furniture has feet, casters, or supports 
that hold it at least an inch off the floor. It also 
stands a inch or two away from the walls so that 
cleaning tools can reach behind it for dust and 



cobwebs. (If you can’t fit a vacuum, broom or 
duster under something, you can try running a 
yardstick underneath it to pull out the “dust 
kittens”). 

9. Flowers and shrubs next to the house are planted 
6” or more away from the foundation, and are 
kept there or widely spaced. This is an especially 
good idea with plants that are naturally dense, 
such as boxwood or juniper. 

 
Atchison Villager’s are lucky to live in such solid, well 
built places, and if we all do our part to treat them well, 
there’s no reason they can’t last another 70 years. To 
help keep mold and mildew at bay, a few of these 
adjustments in our living arrangements are a small price 
to pay for the security of a healthy home.

SEWER LATERAL UPDATE ~ OCTOBER 2014 
 

Heading into October, our summer sewer lateral project is in its final phase as Terra Nova cleans up 
around the last few buildings. This has been a very long and challenging project, during which laterals for a 
total of 112 units were replaced, bringing the number of units completed to 338, 75% of the total 450! The 
actual cost of this summer’s job exceeded the bid by about $11,000 because there were a lot more sewer lines 
embedded in concrete than we’ve seen before. However, half way through this job, the City changed the way 
they charged for permits, which lowered our costs by close to $7,000, so the net cost overrun is manageable. 

Good news from the City of Richmond: On September 16, the City Council approved AV’s continued 
participation in the Sewer Lateral Grant Program. At present we have completed grant applications for the first 
46 units of this summer’s project, which we’ll submit to the City’s Engineering Department at their earliest 
convenience. Over the course of the next couple of months we will submit the rest of the grants through which 
the City of Richmond will reimburse us for ½ of the total cost of this huge job.

Entrando en Octubre, nuestro proyecto de verano de los desagües laterales estará en su etapa final mientras Terra Nova 

.limpiara alrededor de los últimos pocos edificios. Este ha sido un proyecto muy largo y difícil, durante el cual se 

sustituyeron los lateral de un total de 112 unidades, con lo que trajo el número de unidades terminadas a 338, el 75% del 

total de 450! El costo real del trabajo de este verano superó la oferta en alrededor de $ 11,000 porque había muchas más 

líneas de alcantarillado embebidos en el concreto de lo que hemos visto antes. Sin embargo, a mitad de camino a través de 

este trabajo, la ciudad cambió la forma en que cobran por los permisos, lo que redujo nuestros costos por cerca de $ 7,000, 

por lo que el sobrecoste neto es manejable.  

 

Buenas noticias desde la Ciudad de Richmond: El 16 de Septiembre, el Ayuntamiento aprobó la participación continua del 

AV en el Programa de Subvenciones de Lateral Alcantarillado. En la actualidad hemos completado las solicitudes de 

subvención para las primeras 46 unidades de proyecto de este verano, que vamos a someter al Departamento de Ingeniería 

de la Ciudad en la mayor brevedad posible. En el transcurso de los próximos dos meses vamos a presentar el resto de las 

subvenciones a través del cual la ciudad de Richmond nos reembolsará a mitad del costo total de este trabajo enorme.

In 1956 the government put 
the property up for sale and the residents raised the needed $50,000 down payment to purchase the property for $1.5 million 
dollars. With that, AVMHC became a California cooperative. It is a not-for-profit entity that is managed by a Board of 
Directors.

Starting Bid is $25,000 
One bedroom, one story, one bath, end unit completely refurbished throughout, refinished wood floors, with 
new plumbing and electric. Double pane vinyl windows. Comes with an assigned parking space very near 
unit. 
 

The bid process is as follows:  
1. Bids must be delivered to the office by the closing date and time. 
2. All bids must be in a double envelope. Place a sheet of paper with your bid amount, name and contact 

information (address, phone, email) written on it, and a good faith cashier’s check, inside a sealed 
envelope. Place this envelope inside another envelope, which is also sealed.  Note “Auction Bid” and 
address of unit on the outside of both envelopes.  

3. The good faith cashier’s check must be 1% of the bid amount. Personal checks will not be accepted and 
will void bids they accompany. Make check payable to AVMHC. 

4. Bids will be opened at the first General Board meeting after the close of the bid process. 
5. The envelopes will be opened in front of the Membership. 
6. The highest bid will be selected. 
7. The bidder has 90 days to obtain the remaining money and pass a Membership screen. 
8. If the bidder fails to meet the requirements, the good faith money is forfeited and the second bidder will 

be contacted to see if they are still interested.   
9. The same 90-day guidelines apply to any bidder and the process will continue until someone is able to 

follow through successfully.   
10. If no one is able to meet the requirements or follow through successfully, the unit will go out for bid a 

second time.
