WHEREAS, the subdivision known as-Japiter Village (Phases [ thru IX) was constructed on lands which
are legally described in various plats isted in Exhibit A | attached hereto and made a part hereof

(“Property™); and

WHEREAS, the implementation of the i %uncil’s policy that “growth pays for growth™ has caused
some inconsistencies pertaining to the construction and maintenance of roadway, sidewalk and drainage
infrastructure improvements in publically accessible subdivisions within the Town, sometimes resulting
in different developers entering into sometimes unique arrangements with the Town, or with the County
for subdivisions in the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town recognizes that these agreements may have resulted in an inequitable distribution
of maintenance costs to the residents within certain subdivisions in the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council acknowledges that a completely equitable distribution of costs would be
difficult to achieve; and

WHEREAS, the Town and the Association have agreed to this Agreement to provide for a sharing of the
burden of maintaining the infrastructure within the subdivision; and -

WHEREAS, the Association agrees to maintain, in accordance with the Town’s standards and practices
(a current copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit B) the Special ROW Improvements, as described
below, for the term of this Agreement.

WHEREAS, the Town agrees to maintain, in accordance with the Town’s standards and practices, the
Standard ROW Improvements, as described below, for the term of this Agreement.
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NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals set forth above and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged the Association and the
TowWn agree as follows:

Such improvements include
em (subgrade, base and asphalt), roadway curbing, concrete sidewalks,
striping, signage, and control devices (e.g. — traffic signals, stop signs, etc.), and drainage
infrastructure facilities locafed 1 the Roadway/Access Easement and Drainage Easement areas described
in Exhibit “C” unless note @P rwise, without requiring monetary contribution from the Association
except as described in Section \(/“')9 Town shall perform its obligations described herein, in 2 manner so
as to minimize damage, disruptipfi-and inconvenience to properties underlying or abutting the easement
areas being maintained, includingAssociation property and Association member’s property, which may
be disturbed or affected by the Towi{’s/performance of its obligations herein, and shall restore properties
which it has damaged, at the Town's expense, to the condition in which it existed prior to such entry,
damage or disruption (e.g. sod adjacen idewalks that have been replaced). This shall not be construed
to require the Town to restore or reloca Erovements or facilities identified in Section 4 that conflict

with the Town’s obligations (e.g. pave k “systems” disrupted due to roadway repairs). All
installation, maintenance, repair, replace d operation of the Standard ROW Improvements shall
comply with all applicable governmental p > approvals, laws, codes and requirements,, and with the
Town’s Engineering, Utilities and Public Works standards.

Special ROW improvements located in the roadway access and drainage easements or tracts. The
Special ROW improvements shall include stormwater drainage conveyance infrastructure (those not
maintained by the Town per Section 3 above) and retention facilities, landscaping materials (sod, trees
and plantings), frrigation lines and facilities, specialty signage and decorative posts, monument signage,
handrail or decorative railing, speed bumps and related signage, driveways, stamped concrete, decorative
columns, and paver brick “systems™ (i.e. pavers, header curb, base rock and directly abutting asphalt),
unless noted otherwise, without requiring monetary contribution from the Town. The Association shall
perform its obligations in a manner so as to minimize damage, disruption and inconvenience to the
properties underlying or abutting the easement areas, including Town maintained Standard ROW
Improvements, which may be disturbed or affected by the Association’s performance of its obligations
herein, and shall restore any property or improvements which has been damaged or disturbed at
Association’s expense, to the condition in which it existed prior to such entry, damage or disruption. AH
installation, maintenance, repair, replacement and operation of the Special ROW Improvements and any
restoration of Town maintained improvements shall be performed in a first class condition and manner

time of To ff, attorneys and consultants, if any, for the enforcement of these maintenance

obligations. @

5. Accumulated Depreciation Contribution. The Association shall pay to the Town the sum of
$330,250.00 in exc for the Town’s assumption of maintenance and operational responsibilities for
the facilities identifiéd in Section 2. The Association shall make ten (10) annual payments of $33,025.00
due by January 20™ of(gach year, beginning January 20, 2015 and ending January 20, 2024. The funds
will be deposited in the ’s Capital Improvement Fund account titled Neighborhood Equity Reserve
Account. Failure to pro ¢ Accumulated Depreciation Contribution in accordance with this Section
shall be considered a brea this Agreement unless remedied . The parties hereto agree that upon
written notice from the To @%ociation shall have 30 days to remedy any such breach. Should the

breach of the Agreement not b&femedied within 30 days from the date of the Town’s written notification
of the breach, the Town shall ititled to either or both of these remedies: a) the immediate
termination of this Agreement e Association’s forfeiture of any Accumulated Depreciation

previously paid to the Town.

6. Association to Indemni oWn. The Association shall indemnify, defend, and hold the
Town, and its officers, agents, employed§, €lected and appointed officials, and independent contractors,

It is the objf the Town of Jupiter Engineering and Public Works Department to establish a
procedure for thg proactive and systematic recognition and control of hazards at al} Department controlled
facilities. To me objective, the Department has established the following policy section to assure
regular inspectiorjs{%h checklists), with frequency and scope relative to commonly expected changes in
property conditions, her caused by poor housekeeping, normal wear and tear, vandalism, misuse
and/or damage from ad'@ weather conditions or other natural phenomenon. Frequency and scope shall
also be relative to the le azards that exist such as volume of visitors or employees, occupancy by
children, disabled persons elderly, premises activities, facilities that are critical to departmental
operations, and facilities th /@lye storage and processing of bazardous chemicals or flammable

substances. ¢§

For each type of property, the exablished frequency of inspections shall be as described in the
Calendar/Schedule section. A form oflidoshimentation shall be decided for each facility or type of facility,
preferably using inspection checklists.@e checklists shail always identify the location, and shall
conclude in report format identifying @nditions in need of corrective measures. Lastly, each
checklist form shall identify the name(s) of i tion personnel and date of inspections.

Life-threatening or other serious conditions warranting immediate response including cease and desist of
occupancy or operations shall be reported immediately, then noted on a checklist. Other conditions shall
be noted as in need of prompt attention, held for next scheduled maintenance, placed on a low priority fist
or dismissed as inconsequential. Cross referencing of recommendations from checklists 1o the work order
database shall be established.

Conditions discovered by a member of public or concerned emplayee shall be investigated and placed on
checklist or follow a similar established procedure for proper documentation, processing and follow-up.

Permanent records shall be maintained that account for prioritization by severity, probability, cost of
correction, distribution of inspection reports, follow-up and reporting.
