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Welcome New Members:  The Little Blacktail Ranch Water District serves 46 of the 61 Lots in LBRP Homeowners Association.  The Water District has a 5 member Board of Trustees and is a separate organization from the Little Blacktail Homeowners Association. 

The Water District was established in January 2005 to run the local water system, and to bring it into compliance with the Idaho’s Department of Environmental Quality. As far as powers and responsibilities, the Water District is not much different than a school district or a road district.  It is a legal entity established by the courts and operated according to Idaho State Statutes.

Water is a limited commodity in our mountain community.  Our primary water source is a spring located at the lowest point along Forest Lake Road.  It provides all of our water for about half the year when the spring is running strong and our water supply is supplemented by two deep wells when the spring flow rate drops during the remaining six months.
  
The spring water is treated by a $550,000 slow sand filter plant constructed in 2007.  The Water District has a 40,000 gallon reservoir for water storage, and the water is distributed to homeowner lots through approximately six miles of underground water lines.

The Water District has no employees. Most work is done by volunteers.  We do contract out for a Water System Manager and a System Accountant.  Both of these services are mandated by law.

Even though Little Blacktail Ranch Water District is an extremely small water system, we still have to meet all state and federal requirements.  Standard tests are done daily by volunteers under the supervision of the licensed Water System Manager.  The more complicated monthly and yearly tests are completed by the System Manager.  Day-to-day operation of the water system, troubleshooting, and scheduling of repairs is performed by our volunteers.  We are always looking for more people to help out as volunteers and to serve on the Board of Directors.  Please contact a Board Member if you would like to volunteer.

Water meters are read monthly as long as the ground is snow-free.  Charges for any overages will be included with the next month’s bill.  Homeowners are responsible for repairs on their side of the meter. There can be allowances made for undetected leaks as long as repairs are made and the homeowner petitions the Board.  

The most common cause for overage charges for new homeowners is underestimating how much water they are using.  A hose can release up to 10 gallons of water per minute.  So a hose or a lawn sprinkler system left on overnight for 10 hours can use over 6000 gallons.  It only takes a couple of mistakes like this to generate a water bill in the hundreds of dollars.  You can monitor and adjust your usage by reading your water meter.  We would be happy to show you how to do that.
