Distributed by email. Updated at meeting with news that a check was received from one homeowner who has had a lien in place on their property. Mike will begin process to remove lien.   Nearly $1400 in back dues have been collected this year giving a current net income of $6041.   
Speed Bumps:

Three 20MPH signs have been posted and there are an additional three signs. 
Need to look into a post hole digger and posts to place them. Mike suggested the landscaping company might be able to dig the holes and set the posts.
Storm Drain Inspection:  
The county has completed the inspections of the 18 storm drains and they need to be cleaned.   The Board agreed to seek bids and then include this in the next year’s budget. Paul will approach Drain Pro’s as he sees a vehicle driving on 207th frequently.   Mike and David will clarify first bid received from another vendor.  Hope to budget to 2019.
CC&R’s Violations/Parking Concerns:

One homeowner will be contacted in regards to violations for camper trailer parked on street past the 48 hour limit and another for unsightly conditions.
Increase in number of vehicles allowed to park at residence.  Board members present felt this can be tabled as the situation brought forward has been taken care.  

New Business:

Homeowner next to entrance park on 206th St Ct E, was present to discuss Board’s feelings toward sale of community property.  They are only in the very early stages of exploring and nothing has been initiated. This was for discussion only.  Board members present discussed various concerns and relayed to resident no objection to exploring options, but Board would not commit to any funding and it would need a 2/3 majority of HOA members to pass.
