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ICE STORM TREE CLEANUP 

Visit okc.gov/ice for more info on residential limb pickup.  The 

HOA is still working to clean up the common areas and will 

continue to do so for some time.  We are working as fast as 

possible, and as finances allow, to get all fallen limbs and dead 

trees removed, and appreciate the patience of our residents.   

Here are the City’s regulations for residential curbside limb 

pickup: 

• Avoid stacking limbs on water meters. If crews can’t access 
the home’s water meter they will have to estimate water usage 
for that month. 
• Cut tree limbs and logs into sections 10 feet long or shorter. 
• Separate your limbs from regular bulky waste like furniture, 
carpeting or appliances. Tree debris that’s mixed with bulky 
waste won’t be collected. 
• Avoid stacking debris near poles, mailboxes and trees. 
• Keep limbs out of the street. It causes safety issues for 
drivers. 
• Leaves can be bagged and put into Big Blue trash carts for 
normal trash pickup.
